Well over a hundred people attended this high-profile event including Ambassador Vernon R. W. (Jim) Steward.  Ambassador Steward represented South Africa as Ambassador and Permanent Representative to the United Nations during the transition to democracy under President Mandela.                            
Hospitals in South Africa are in crisis. According to the Director of the South Africa Medical Foundation, Dr. Anthony Pols, “lack of funding has led to the ageing of vital life saving equipment. The hospitals they are working with have machinery 10-20 years old. The state of the equipment constitutes a hazard for the patients needing treatment and is a definite de-motivating factor for the medical staff.”

The Khayelitsha Site B Hospital services the poorest communities of the Western Cape. It treats 50,000 patients per month of which approximately 58% are diagnosed as HIV Positive. Because of this high statistic the Hospital was forced to open an HIV/AIDS Clinic. The clinic treats all HIV positive people including over 200 babies on Anti retro viral drugs. The clinic also educates the population regarding HIV/AIDS.
