BEAUFORT WEST HOSPITAL
Thanks to the generosity of companies and individuals around South Africa we successfully handed over R1.5 million worth of equipment to Khayelitsha Site B Hospital on World Aids Day (1 December 2006). The hand over was attended by the Minister of Health Western Cape (Pierre Uys), numerous dignitaries and donor companies.
SA Medical Foundations primary focus is to equip our State Hospitals with medical equipment urgently needed to ensure equal quality health care, no matter what your position in life. This year we are working in conjunction with the Health Department, and Minister Pierre Uys has asked us to concentrate on the Beaufort West Hospital.

So our focus for 2007 is two fold:

Firstly the hospital and ambulances between Laingsburg and Beaufort West, with our main focus being the vitally important Beaufort West Hospital.

With there being no private hospitals in your area and with the NI stretch of road being known as the “Death Run” it is crucial that the Beaufort West Hospital is fully equipped to deal with high Trauma cases. The critical need of the hospital is equipment. Modern equipment that will help the doctors diagnose, stabilize and monitor the patient until they can be moved to a larger or private hospital in George.  This equipment will not only provide life saving health care but will also help with the lack of staff and allow all patients to be treated in their “golden hour”.  

The second is the high incidence of HIV/Aids. The Red Ribbon campaign was launched to create awareness in South Africa regarding the HIV/AIDS pandemic and intends to create a change of attitude to sexual behaviour, dispel discrimination and deal with the stigma attached to HIV/AIDS. The SA Medical Foundations focus for the 2007 Red Ribbon Campaign will be the Beaufort West Hospital.

The Hospital has a 60-70% HIV rate which is aggravated by the high frequency of accidents and poverty. The hospital recorded a 100% increase in HIV during the last year which is a major problem. The dramatic increase in HIV Aids leads to a severe shortage of medical equipment which increases the waiting time of patients attending the hospital.
We need R2 million to fully upgrade the Beaufort West Hospital and ambulance services. One of the most vital pieces of equipment needed is an Ultra Sound Machine which is used to diagnose
TB in HIV+ patients and is essential for internal injuries in high trauma cases.

MITCHELLS PLAIN HOSPITAL

The SA Medical Foundation is thrilled to announce that we had an official hand over of R1.5 million worth of medical equipment to the Khayelitsha Site B Hospital on the 28th November 2006 at the President Hotel. The handover was attended by approximately 130 business people who contributed to the equipment. The MEC of Health Minister Pierre Uys delivered an address to the business community.

Working in conjunction with the Health department and at the request of Minister Pierre Uys our focus for the 2007 Red Ribbon campaign is the Mitchells Plain Hospital. The Red Ribbon campaign was launched to create awareness in South Africa regarding the HIV/AIDS pandemic and intends to create a change of attitude to sexual behaviour, dispel discrimination and deal with the stigma attached to HIV/AIDS.

The Mitchells Plain Hospital services some of the poorest communities of the Western Cape and includes Mitchells Plain, Browns Farm, Strandfontein, Crossroads and Mandalay. The hospital was originally built to deal with a catchment area of 150 000 people. This area has now grown to 1.5 million people. Currently the hospital treats +/- 1000 patients per day.  Due to the high incidence of HIV/AIDS in the area the hospital is one of the designated ARV clinics in the Western Cape. 

PROBLEM:

The hospital has 2 areas of great need:

1. The HIV/AIDS Unit is situated in the hospital: Because of the lack of space in the hospital, the two HIV Doctors work in one room. Patients have to be weighed in the passage as the office has no space. This is taking all the privacy away from HIV+ patients. The other major problem is TB. Many of the TB patients attending the hospital are HIV+. The lack of space and ventilation becomes a breeding ground for the TB Virus, thus leading to cross infection. The hospital has a chronic disease section and many of the patients have low immune systems, leaving them vulnerable to TB. The staff of the hospital is also open to the infection with 3 nurses having contracted TB this year.

2. The Casualty Unit of the hospital is in urgent need of life saving equipment. The unit is a 4 bed unit but treats on average 110 patients per day. One of the major problems incurred is a lack of or insufficient medical equipment. Patients have an extremely long waiting period before being attended to or are moved to larger Hospitals. This not only causes undue delays in treatment resulting in a higher mortality rate but causes unnecessary congestion at the larger State Institutions. 

Solution:

1. The ARV Unit has 2 prefab outer buildings where counselling of HIV+ patients takes place. We wish to purchase two more which will be fitted with 4 offices and a triage area.. The doctors will use this building to test and treat HIV+ patients. Thus allowing all HIV cases to be seen in one area. It will afford the patients absolute privacy and allow the Doctor’s to treat the patients more comprehensively. The area has electricity but no running water so this will also need to be installed.

2. The Trauma Unit is in immediate need of life saving medical equipment. This will allow more patients to be treated simultaneously thus saving Doctors from having to make life threatening decisions of which patients to treat. The equipment needed most urgently is as follows:

1. Ultra Sound Machine–detect TB in HIV+ patients and internal problems - R350 000

2. Mobile X ray Unit for the Trauma department. – R350 000

3. Ventilator for Trauma Department. – R65 000

4. Please refer to attached wish list for further information on equipment.
